The whole business of discernment is vital in our everyday life as we face 

decisions, options and challenges in our work and domestic contexts. How can we 

learn better how to make decisions that are wise, compassionate and life-giving? 

How can we learn to trust that inner voice and develop our awareness of the 

impact of what we do on others? These questions are particularly pertinent for us 

as a church community as we continue the process of seeking a new Provost. The 

Bishop, Diocese and congregation all have a part to play in this discernment and 

we pray for wisdom to discern not only the best person, but also the particular 

future to which we are being called as a Cathedral. 

 

Lent is an ideal opportunity for us to deepen our own daily practice of prayer, and 

it may be that the prayer of examen is one that will help you. Whatever your own 

preferred practice, I would ask you to continue to pray for all those involved in 

making decisions that take the Cathedral forward into a new phase of our life 

together. You are a vital part of that communal life and I would also invite you to 

discern your own part in our shared journey of faith.
